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" Dress Code 2023-2024 School Year: Middle School

School uniforms are required to be worn by students when school is in session.

Clothing is to be appropriate and functional for participation in activities. Please label all clothing.

The following applies to all students:

e Hair must be neat, clean and well groomed and in your natural color. Highlights may only be in
natural hair colors. Students in violation will be required to return their hair to it’s natural color
to attend. This includes extensions, tinsel, etc.

e All clothing must be clean and properly fitting.

e Shoes must have closed toes and heel straps. Shoes must be safe for running if necessary.
Flat boots may be worn under uniform pants but not with shorts or skirts, and should not be
showing.

e All polo shirts must have Jubilee Logo or Crest on them.

e No hats or beanies allowed, except Jubilee approved attire through Red Dot Uniform.

e No make-up or artificial nails. Jewelry must be limited to prevent distractions.

Shirts: Jubilee Logo or Crest Polo Shirts in red, white, navy blue, light blue, royal blue, kelly green, or black

Bottoms: Uniform bottoms in navy blue or khaki, or denim pants in blue or black. Must be plain with no
cargo or extra pockets. All bottoms must be 1” below the finger tips when arms are at your side and not

shorter than mid-thigh. Pants may not have holes, tears, accessories, etc. NO jeggings, sweatpants, or
pajama pants.

Socks: Must be worn in solid colors and should not extend above the knee.

Tights/Leggings: May be worn underneath skirts/dresses in solid colors red, white, black or navy. They may

not be worn in place of uniform bottoms.

Outerwear: Solid in color. (No large logos, NO CHARACTERS), Jubilee Jaguar Sweatshirts and Class Color
shirts are allowed during the week. Jubilee logo is not required on outerwear.
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Friday Spirit Day: Plain blue or black denim jeans and any Jubilee school shirt.

Field Trips/Special Events: Students are to wear a red Jubilee Polo Shirt with Khaki bottoms unless stated
otherwise.
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Note: Parents will be notified if a student is not dressed according to the dress code. In
some cases, parents may be asked to bring appropriate clothing from home. Repeated
violations of the dress code will result in disciplinary actions. The Principal will be the final
decision regarding what is deemed appropriate.
